POSSIBLE FUNDING SOURCE FOR BUILDERS REJECTED
BY MANY OF OUR ALLIES

That is correct. HB 292 would effectively prohibit the use of real estate transfer fee covenants to
fund land development infrastructure funding. The prohibition is strongly supported by the Ohio
Realtors, Ohio Bankers, Ohio land title and Land Title agents and the Ohio State Bar Association.
Despite pleas from Senator Bill Seitz to work out a reasonable compromise, each of the groups
mentioned above stood in unison in their support of prohibiting the fees and further ignored our
plea to at least consider the impact the bill would have on the housing construction industry and job
creation.

While all of the particulars of the bill and the firm who plans on offering the program, along with
mystifying real estate law doctrines, make the whole subject somewhat confusing, a few things

are clear. The original intent of the bill was to prevent a barrier to future real estate transactions
because of the existence of the fee; the presence of this barrier was never proven. The fear that
legal doctrines involving restrictions on the alienability of property would certainly lead to widespread
problems and litigation; not proven. The FHA will not insure loans with such covenants; unproven.
The covenant runs afoul of the real estate settlement transaction act; unproven. Title insurers will
not write policies where the covenant is present; unproven.

OHBA's position was simple: in the absence of any conclusive facts that the arguments cited above
are just that, FACTS, the legislature should take a closer look at the issue of the covenants until they
are executed. We also stated plainly and clearly that traditional sources of funding, namely banks,
are no longer supportive of housing development; we should not preclude ANY possible source

of funding until further information and facts conclusively demonstrates they are not in the best
interests of Ohio.

We are not endorsing the program but simply asking the legislature to take some more time until the
death penalty is administered.

If you would like to weigh in on the subject we suggest you call your legislator today as the
committee hearing the bill may act this week.

RCAC ENERGY SUBCOMMITTEE HEARS FROM BOTH SIDES

The Residential Construction Advisory Committee’s (RCAC) energy subcommittee met Tuesday to
give stakeholders a chance to present information on the adoption of the 2009 IECC.

The Ohio Better Buildings Coalition (OBBC) brought several representatives including the

Sierra Club, ACEEE, MEEA, ICF International, Ohio Partners for Affordable Energy, and the

Ohio Chemistry Technology Council. In a group presentation, the coalition urged the energy
subcommittee to recommend adoption of the 2009 IECC, as written. Pointing to the ARRA stimulus
funding, and using cost data based on averages and predicted values, the group alleged many
homes would actually cost less when compared to Ohio’s current residential building energy code.

Following the OCCB presentation, OHBA and builders from around the state put forth calculations of
verifiable, practical impacts of the 2009 IECC on housing. The builders hit upon important aspects
of the review process: technical feasibility, economic reasonableness, and impact on the affordable
housing market. Further, Jim Zengel, of Dayton, explained a proposed prescriptive package which
would move Ohio down a path to comply with the intent of the energy codes.

Bill Kaufholz, OHBA Building Codes Chairman, followed with a several page analysis comparing the
cost impact of going to the 2009 IECC for several of Fischer Homes’ actual models. He provided
the subcommittee with information based on increased requirements found in the 2009 IECC. He
further broke down the cost impact given the proposed climate zones in the 2009 IECC

Lastly, Tony Crasi, OHBA Area Vice President, presented a very meaningful, real life analysis of the
financial impact of the 2009 IECC on affordable housing. By comparing code specifications, cost
and payback analysis, and the impact on a particular non-profit housing project, Tony was able to
give valuable insight on the real life, practical impact of having to comply with the 2009 IECC: many
potential homebuyers no longer being able to qualify for a loan. He urged the subcommittee to allow
mechanical tradeoffs.

The builders were able to show practical evidence of the real life impact of the 2009 IECC, as is.
The information presented to the subcommittee at the meeting is an important, necessary step in the
RCAC'’s review and analysis of any code changes. Further review/discussion on the energy code
and the proposed Ohio path will continue after the full RCAC committee meeting, on June 23,

SENATE APPROVES SEPTIC SYSTEM BILL

The Senate voted unanimously to adopt new septic system regulations (SB 110) after 7 years of
debate. This action moves the regulations closer to implementation, but the bill now must also pass
through the House. The Senators urged house members to support the bill in a similar form. It is still
uncertain how the House will proceed with the regulations. OHBA has been closely involved in the
process.
